HISTORY

The SMFA is one of the pr oviuenced élsSaskaicltewas t ¢
music. Its structures and programs have rbdellowed throughout Canada. Inspired by
Governor General Ear | -witerfestvd, she SMFA was astaldisheda ¢
in 1908 in Regina by Fred Chisholm and Frank Laubach. All Saskatchewan musical groups
were invited to the first provimal festival in 1909 in Reginalhe annual festival moved to
Saskatoon, Prince Albert and Moose Jaw, and then continued the rotation. Excellent railway
service allowed participants, including large ensembles, to come from all parts of the province.
To satisfy ncreasing demands, local festivals were added, beginning at Unity in 1926.
Expansion continued until there were fiftpe in 2002, including one fully bilingual event at
Gravelbourg. An early president, Chief Justice Brown, secured a government grant to be
administered by the University of Saskatchewan under its president, Walter Murray. Murray,
another early SMFA president, provided office space for the SMFA secretary and a car to
facilitate festival fieldwork.

Adult vocal ensembles and solos were el@ifor the first festival, with other categories
added gradually: piano, strings, woodwinds, brass, speech arts (English and French),
instrumental ensembles, percussion, special education, and First Nations drum/song. Ages
range from sixpere,ad sand fiestniiwal so may add
Provincial awards kept increasing until several hundred performers competed through a
system of district winners. This format has since been used by the Federation of Canadian
Music Festivals in albrovinces. The continued growth of large ensembles encouraged the
formation of many provincial associations to accommodate various categories such as choral
and band. The SMFA frequently commissions works for test pieces and special celebrations.

An annu& Concerto Competition, now held every second year, was established in 1979 which
provides cash prizes; the winner is a featured soloist with the Regina and Saskatoon
Symphony Orchestras. A biennial opera competition (since 2000), provided by the late
Gordon C. Wallis, is administered by the SMFA; the winner also appears with both
symphonies. The University of Saskatchewan transferred its funding to the Saskatchewan Arts
Board in 1966. The SMFA is now funded by the Saskatchewan Lotteries Trust Fund for Spor
Culture and Recreation administered by SaskCulture and the Saskatchewan Arts Board.

The SMFA celebrated its organizational f08nniversary in 2008. In 2009, to celebrake

Copyright is literally the right to copy. The composer usually owns the copyright for dispeci
piece and they in turn assign the right to a Publisher to help engrave, promote and distribute
the piece. The Publisher pays the composer a royalty on each copy sold. So who has the righ
to photocopyor alter a composer's workonly the composer!

Copying music by any means for the purpose of performance is expressly prohibited except
under the fair use guidelines.

"Emergency copying to replace purchased copies which for any reason are not available for ar
imminent performance, provided purchasedaegment copies shall be substituted in due
course. o

What does the statement above mean? Let's give some examples:

1) One of your sopranos is participating in a district choral festival next week but the
required music hasn't arrived yet. You make photafriom your personal library. It is
fair use- provided you don't cancel your order. The SMFA may request a sales slip from
a music store to prove that the music has been ordered and paid.

2) Your eighth grade clarinet player has misplaced the solo he wesftom at the spring
concert. You make a photocopy from another student's music and order a new copy for
the first student. Again, fair udmit you must order the copy.

With email and internet these days there is no excuse for not having a secardi oy for

the adjudicator or accompanist. Most major publishers will grant permission to make up to
three copies (provided you have an original), for a small fee or no fee at all. BUT, you have to
email them and ask for permission. They will then irdtgou on how many copies you may
make and what needs to be written on the bottom of each copy.

Copying for a page turn is not allowed and is an infringement of the law. Photocopies for page
turning purposes will only be allowed when written permissisugplied by the holder of the
copyright material. The Frederick Harris Music Co. Limited allows festival participants to
photocopyone page per selectiofrom their publications in order to facilitate a page turn.

If you wish to transpose any existinglgiigation or modify it in any way, you must seek
permission. It is illegal to duplicater alter music that is copywritten.

Music in the Public Domain should be researched by your local music store to ensure it is in
the Public Domain before any selectwnould be used for Festival purposes. Publications that
are out of print or in the Public Domain may not be photocopied until you have cleared it with
the rightful owner.

Your local music store should be able to assist you with any of these procedures.

The SMFA will not tolerate the use of photocopied music unless accompanied by a letter of
permission and a Music Store sales receipt. Competitors or their accompanists using
unauthorized photocopied music will be disqualified: no adjudication, no mark,nand
scholarship consideration will be given for the competitor. This rule applies at the local and
provincial levels.

NATIONAL CHORAL CLASSES

The following 10 National Choral Classar the only eligible choral classethat can lead to
National Competition. No other classes will be considered. There wilblmeal or written
adjudication given but the first and second place marks véliamnounced.

U  For entry into all National Choral classes, conductors/choirs alain a National
Music Festival Syllabus containing general regulations and entry procedures, from
the local secretary or Provincial Office. The qualifyimark of the two glections
mustaverage88.

U  Arrangements & costs for the recording of these classes is the responsibility of
the participating choral directors. Arrangements for the recording should be made
in consultation with the local festival committee.

U  Selectiongnay be used in other own choice classes as outlined in the syllabus.

Whether at the actual festival competitions or afterwards, as provided below, a festival official
must supervise and witness the actual recording of the performances of choirs recainmende
for Provincial/National competition. Recordings made at scheduled festival classes or
afterwards should be checked by festival personnel for completeness before being forwarded
to the Provincial Office.

U It is preferable to have the recording done dutimg actual performance. Should
this not be feasible or if the choir director chooses otherwise before the scheduled
festival performance takes place, a recording may be done within three weeks
following the recommended festival performan€le recording is intended to be
a replication as far as possible of the conditions pertaining to the original
adjudicated festival classtherefore it must be done with the same choir, conductor,
accompanist(s), accompaniment and repertoire as in the correspondingadeiud
performance. In addition, there must be one take only of the repertoire recorded and
submitted to the Provincial Offiéesupervising officials, please note. The time of
the recording should be designated in advance in agreement with the supervising
festival official.

U In the event that a recording made during the scheduled festival performance is
blank or seriously compromised to the extent of being unjudgeable, a substitute
recording may be made under the conditions outlined above.

0  The performane should be recorded on a highality CD or Audio DVD. No
acoustic or electronic compensation, filtering, or other enhancement is to be used
while recording, and no editing is allowed of the recorded performance.

U CDs, Audio DVDs and music should contaia reference to the name of the choir,
its conductor or the festival from which they have been recommended.

0 A complete original music score for each selection, containing choral parts and
accompaniment, in the proper key is required for the adjudic#tailsire to do so
will lead to disqualification. As an aid to the adjudicators, the first bar of each line in
the score must be numbered.

i All copyrights regarding music must be observed. Unauthorized manual copies or
photocopies of copyright music will nbe accepted.
