CLASS 1230 to 1234 - Lieder Classes for Voice and Piano — Lieder
are to be sung in the original language (German).

CLASS 1240 - Vocal Duet, Oratorio, Open — The rubric should read:
“Own Choice. Duet to be selected from oratorios, cantatas, masses,
motets, and other concerted sacred works. Selection must be drawn
from works with a sacred or liturgical text or theme, intended originally to
be accompanied by orchestra”.

PIANO

CLASS 2021 - Piano Solo, Canadian, 13 years and under — 31
selection Roundup by Previn — RCM Gr. 6, Perspectives ed.; FH
Previn is not a Canadian composer but Roundup will be accepted
as atest piece in this class.

CLASS 2119 - Piano Solo, Sonata/Sonatina Repertoire, 10 years
and under — should be CLASS 2219

GUITAR

CLASS 4 - National Senior Guitar Class — Second paragraph, last
sentence should read: “At the National level, piano accompaniment is
permissible where appropriate.”

District Guitar CLASS — First sentence should read: “At the District
level piano accompaniment is permissible where appropriate.”

WOODWIND

CLASS 5011 - Flute Solo, 18 years and under — 4™ selection should
read: Pan et les bergers (1% mvt.) by Mougquet; La Flute de Pan;
Lemoine

BRASS

CLASS 6 — National Senior Brass Solo Class - Last paragraph
should read: “The Ross Ulmer & Karen Ast Brass Award Ross Ulmer
and Karen Ast of Lloydminster, AB are offering a scholarship of $500.00
awarded to the brass representative to the National Music Festival.”
