To qualify for a Borderland scholarship or award, each performer must: 
 enter and perform at least TWO times in the same discipline. (e.g. two 

instrumental classes, or two vocal/verse classes). These classes include solo, 
duet, or family music. Choral groups (school music trios, quartets, and choir 
groups) DO NOT qualify as an individual performance. 

 reside in, and/or be receiving instruction from a music teacher residing in, 
the Borderland School Division area as described above. 

Not all scholarships may be awarded. All scholarships and awards are awarded at 
the Adjudicator’s discretion. 
A list of Scholarships & Awards will be printed in the local festival program. 
Requests for locally added “Additions to Syllabus Classes” must be made in writing 
to the Committee prior to their January 10, 2012 meeting. A complete list of classes 
may be obtained from the Secretary.
